e Students who wish to take admission based on reserved seats must fill their category in the
admission form and attach the attested copy of the certificate issued by the competent authority
(Tehsildar/SDM) as proof. Failing to do so, they will not be considered for the reserved seat. It is

necessary to have a new income certificate.




e Candidates from other colleges will get admission based on the subject group and seats available

in the college.

e Students who are SC., who wish to get Post Matric Scholarship under the scheme will fill the

affidavit given by the student while filling the online admission form and submit the hard copy along

with the admission form. This affidavit is available in the online prospectus.

* Admission will be based on merit. The stud ents seeking admission will appear befor e

the Admission Committee on the specified date. After the recommendation of the committee, the

admission will beapproved by the principal.

* For UG Courses- Only those students who have passed 10+2 from a recognized institution can take

admission in BA/BSc/ BCom/BBA/ BCA-I (Sem-I)

e |t is clarified that a student who has a reappear in 10+2 will not be admitted to any course.

* Students who have passed 10+2 examination from a board other than cbse/pseb will be admitted to

the college as per the schedule and rules prescribed by the University only after obtaining the

eligibility certificate from the Registration Branch of Punjabi University, Patiala before admission.

¢ For PG Courses- Students who have passed UG course from a university other than Punjabi University
must obtain a Migration Certificate from their previous university.

e Students who have failed in the University Examination or have been withheld from the

Examination, or have been absent in the University Examination or in special circumstances/ special

cases in the examination or who have dropped out in the previous years will not be re-admitted to

the same class without the approval of the Principal.

e The admission form of the students who have been debarred from appearing in the University

Examinations shall be rejected ab initio.

¢ A student whose result is declared late can get admission in the college within 10 days from the

date printed on the result card provided he fulfills the rest of the admission requirements, submits

the admission form to the college on time and provided the seats are vacant.

e Only students with a gap of up to two years in studies will be admitted in the college based on

availability of seats and university norms. For students with gap cases, it is necessary to attach a self-

declaration form showing the reason for the gap and the current conduct certificate issued by a

support officer, Sarpanch/Municipal Councilor etc.

e The authority to interpret the rules shall rest with the College Principal.

e Parents can get the information related to college fee, attendance and students by visiting the

college from the concerned department head/office/website.

e Students are strictly prohibited from bringing cars/jeeps or other four wheeled vehicles into the

college.

9. Students encountering any difficulties are advised to seek guidance from their tutor, senior tutor, or the
principal.
